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Year 9 UK jobs and language skills – French Teacher Notes

Aim of resource: To develop pupils’ awareness of UK based jobs requiring language skills.

This is an ICT based lesson which enables pupils to recognise the value of language skills for career purposes and recognise the wide variety of jobs/industries that languages can be applied to. For teachers without access to an ICT suite, a selection of jobs could be printed off from the following website: www.toplanguagejobs.co.uk and used in a classroom activity.

Sequence of activities

Teacher to show powerpoint to pupils.  

Show pupils first slide and read out the statement that 75% of companies are interested in recruiting people with language skills.  Also explain to pupils that although many customers abroad may speak English, they prefer to speak to their suppliers in their own language.

Read through the job description in English and emphasise the key details given such as location, salary, language skills required, skills/qualities required etc.

Show pupils next slide summarising in French the key details noted.

Discuss the grammar and structures used and ensure pupils are familiar with their meanings.

On the next slide pupils can see a screen grab from part of the home page of www.toplanguagejobs.co.uk and how they can select different information regarding language, location and industry.  Please note that more than one option can be selected in each drop down box.

Explain to pupils that they are going to browse the website to find a job and in the final slide, they can use the template to create a presentation of a vacancy they have found. 

Pupils could be asked to present their findings.
